Principal Title : Duke of Arevalo del Rey.

Creation : Spain, 1903.

Subsidiary Titles : Grandee of Spain.

Family Name : Pardo-Manuel de Villena y Verastegui.

Family History : Don Arturo Pardo y Manuel de Villena was Count of Via Manuel, Marquis
of Rafal and Baron of Monte Villena. In 1903, he was created Duke of Aravelo del Rey, with
the added qualification of Grandee of Spain.

The title was restored in 1952.
