Description of Arms :

Skald : tvaganger delad med hjartskold. Huvudskéldens ginstam tva ganger
kluven. Falt 1 : blatt ett ur en 6ppen guldkrona uppstigande lejon av guld,
héllande en péa stang féastad, bildad sol av guld ( Transsylvanien ). Falt 2 : i
rott en staende angel av silver. Falt 3 : rott tva uppatstrackta undérarmar av
silver, hallande en 6ppen guldkrona.

Huvudskoldens bjélke tre gaanger kluven. Falt 1 : i blaat en pé ett treberg av
silver sittande, sinistervand, tillbakaseende och till flykt beredd svart 6n
med ett guldkors i ndbben, atfoljd upptill till dexter av en bildad sol av guld
och till sinister av en halvmane av silver ( Valakiet ). Falt 2 : i silver tre rode
stolpar. Falt 3 : i svart tva stolpvis stéllda, uppresta lejon av guld. Falt 4 : i
blatt ett tjuransikte med nosring, allt av guld, och med en sexuddig stjarna
mellan hornen ( Moldova ).

Huvudskdldens stam tre gaanger kluven. Faltl : ginstammens falt 3. Falt 2 :
delat : upptill i blatt fem (3,2) bjalkvis stallda, sexuddiga stjarnor av silver
och medtill en till midjan i vatten staende, naken och naturfargad fiskare.
Falt 3 : bjalkens falt2. Falt 4 : tva bjalkvis stallda, 6ppna guldkronor.

Hjartskold : i blatt falt tre (2,1) bjalkens stéllda liljor av guld. The example

Family History : John Kantakuzinos, a Byzantine general in the XII century, married Maria
Comnenus, she was grand-daughter of Emperor John I1.

From that time on, their destiny was inextricably linked to the ruling families of
Byzantium. Principal amongst these was John VI, a descendant of John above. He lived
from 1292-1383, a considerable age in those troubled times. In 1347, he became Emperor
and ruled for some fourteenyears. His son, Matthew, joined him in 1354 and continued alone
until 1347. He wasthen Despot of Mistrafrom 1380-1383, as was John from 1384-1386.

From this latter, we get an array of rulers, voivodes and hospodars in the Rumanian
principalities. Serban (1640-1688) obtained thethrone of Valachia, Dimitri, around the same
time, that of Moldavia. They married into the Sultan’sfamily and were governors of various
territories

In more recent times, they have expanded into a large range of venues and careers.
One was a White Russian gnera and suffered for this in the Gulags. Another was Mother
Superior in aRumanian convent. Others have been engineersetc.

Despite all this, they maintain their thousand-year history, expanding when time are
good and retracting when they arenot.

Too large and diverse to chronicle in details, this remains one of the most
distingusihed and interesting families of all time.
