Principal Title : Prince Caracciolo Carafa.

Creation : Italy, 1904.

Subsidiary Titles : Duke of Traetto (1712).

Family Name : Caracciolo Pisquizi.

Family History : This is the second branch of the third line (usually known as that of the
Princes Caracciolodi Sant’Eramo) of this immensely distinguished family.

In this case authorisation of the addition of the name Carafa was given in 1905,
shortly after the death of the first Prince.

The title of Duke of Traetto (Minturno), with the general rank of Prince
Caracciolocame after the marriage of Eduardo, Count of Rocco Stella (1840-1929) with
Angelica Carafa.

All this was confirmed by Letters-Patent in 1928. Junior members of the family use
the name of Caracciolo Carafa, with the right to be addressed as don or donna.
