Principal Title : Prince of Martigues.

Creation : France, 1580

Subsidiary Titles : Marquis.

Family Name : de Gallifet de Martigues.

Family History : The original principality of Martigues was created , by Henri III of France
in 1580, for the duc de Mercoeur, who represented a junior branch of the House of Lorraine.

It then passed into the family of the Maréchal de Villars. In 1772, the Louis-François
de Gallifet bought the principality from his heirs.On his death in 1778, he willed it to his
brother. He, in turn, obtained confirmation from the Conseil d’Etat in 1787.
