Principal Title : Prince.

Creation : Brief of Pie VII, 1822.

Subsidiary Titles : Marquis.

Family Name : Montboissier-Beaufort-Canillac.

Family History : Extinct, 1910.

Roman Prince (Prince of the Church) by brevet of Pope Pius VII in 1822. This was in
recognition of services rendered by the Montboissier-Beaufort-Canillac family.

The title was originally awarded to Charles (1792-1872). However de died, leaving
only daughters and the duchy passed to his nephew. He died in 1910 and, having no heirs,
the title died with him.
