Family History :

The Gramont family is one of the most distinguished in France and its history can be
found under that name. Amongst the many honours it received was the Duchy de Lesparre,
by brevet in 1739. Thislinefinaly died out.

However, Armand de Gamont (1854-1931) until then known by the courtesy title of
Count, restored the rank of Duc de Lesparre, moto proprio. That is to say without any other
authentication than his own and, perhaps, the general agreement of the family. He was not
descended from the origina duke, although it had become considered to be the rank of the
secong branch of the Gramont dynasty.

It remains, therefore, one of the more controversé of French titles, although it is
usually recognised.
