Principal Title : Duke of Morny.

Creation : Second Empire, 1862/3.

Subsidiary Titles :

Family Name : de Morny.

Family History : Extinct (1943).

The first Duke de Morny was the result of a liaison between Queen Hortense and the
Count de Flahault.

He was created duke in 1862, with Letters-Patent following the next year. His son,
Charles, succeeded and he had two sons both of whom succeeded. The title died out in 1943
with Antoine, the 4th Duke.
