Family Name : de Rochechouart, de Rochechouart de Mortemart.

Family History : Gérald de Rochechouart was Viscount of Limoges in 963. His son, Aymery
(surnamed Ostofrancus) became the first hereditary viscount. He was also, according to a
charter, dated 1018, described as a Prince of Aquitaine. Aimery 1V, Viscount of Rochechouart
was a crusader. Although the title of Mortemart goes back a long time, the name goes back
even further; for this reason many members of the family put the two together - neither very
easy for foreigners to pronounce.

Under Henri IV, the marquisate of Mortemar was erected to the rank of a duchy and
with it a peerage. This was in 1650. At the same time Gabriel became Prince de
Tonnay-Charente.

Chérin, the distinguished genealogist, claimed the the family was one of the oldest in
France - some say the oldest. There is aso an old saying that before the House of
Rochechouart de Mortemar, the sea made the world but the Rochechuart carried the waves.

Many members have distinguished themselves but students of history will note that
Madame de Montespan aso was of the family.
